should have a greater voice in matters concerning them and through their collec-

tive action can serve as a catalyst to bring about more unity and harmony on the 

reservation.ó   With the presented Resolution, which Council approved,  the 

Youth Council will be able to join the UNITY network, sponsored by the United 

National Indian Tribal Youth, Inc. in an effort to bring about positive change and 

greater opportunities to work with other youth leaders throughout the nation.
